Student Aid Regulations).   
 



Please note that your financial aid disbursements for your Stafford Loans and or GradPlus Loans will be 
released to the school on August 3rd.  Your Financial Aid will be applied to your tuition and fees and the 
balance remaining will be issued to you in a refund through the OCPM Debit Card.  This will take up to 
two weeks to get refunds processed, so please plan accordingly and plan on budgeting and paying your 
August rent in advance.  There is going to be an information session regarding the OCPM Debit Card the 
week of August 3rd.  I’m sure you will have questions; we will answer these questions at the session.  
   
Tuition Payments: 
Payment for tuition and fees for the fall semester is due August 3, 2009.  You may make this payment 
when you arrive at the school.  Giovanna Maddamma, the Bursar, will speak with you during orientation 
about your payment, for example, how to make your payment, where to do it, etc.   
 
Your deposit payment will be applied in-full to your account upon matriculation.   
 
Financial aid Stafford and Graduate PLUS loan funds will be disbursed electronically and credited directly 
to your account.  
 
For students not receiving financial aid, payment may be made in the Bursar Office, located on level three 
of the rotunda, by cash or check, payable to the Ohio College of Podiatric Medicine.   
 
Tuition and fees are considered past due if not paid-in-full thirty days from the first day of the semester.  
Balances not paid when due shall be assessed late fees of one percent of the balance.  
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Undergraduate and Graduate Loan Deferment: 



The Financial Aid Office has received many requests to certify student loan documents to defer required 
student loan payments.   
 
You are reminded that IF you use your one-time only entitlement of “grace” now, you will not have it upon 
degree completion and repayment will begin immediately. 
 
We cannot legally certify any of  your in-school deferment prior to your enrollment upon matriculation, 
effective July 30, 2009.   
 
Any and all requests for in-school deferment certification of your prior student loan repayments, including 
all Stafford, Direct, and/or Perkins loans should be submitted at Orientation to the Office of Student 
Records (Registrar, David Putman).  Please contact your undergraduate institution to secure the proper 
forms or official download sites.

What Type of Computer Does OCPM Recommend Having? 
 
We don’t require students to have a computer at OCPM, so whatever setup you get would be according to 
your preferences.  We are officially a PC/Microsoft campus, so we use and support Microsoft Office, 
Windows and our web pages are designed for Internet Explorer; other software is not guaranteed to work or 
be compatible with our network, but most are.   
 
While we don’t officially support Macs and there are speed problems listening to Media site lectures 
(recording of the class lectures) while using them, and some web page compatibility issues, we will assist 
you in resolving problems where we can.  Most of the stuff you will be doing while you are here can 
probably be done on a Mac and there are currently some students using them, though most students are PC 
users.  
 
If you go with a PC, I would recommend at least 2 GB RAM for Vista; and keep a current virus protection 
program suite running.  Most of the PCs on the market today should work for normal student needs like 
email, listening to music/lectures/presentations and text files.    There are 45 PCs available for use onsite 
between the Computer Lab and the Library Media Center, all are Microsoft Windows based. 
 
Another option through 2010, as an enrolled student and a PC user, you would be eligible to get the MS 
Office 2007 Ultimate package for $60 from Microsoft – (order from your school email address)   Not 
available for Macs.    Details here: http://www.microsoft.com/student/discounts/theultimatesteal-

The MS program OneNote included it the above suite allows you take electronic notes, which some 
students really like, while others prefer paper.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Helpful Tip :      
Check your cell phone coverage area and make sure that it extends to OCPM and the immediate area. Your 
local cell phone company may not cover another city, or may charge hefty prices for your calls.  Check to 
see if your company offers long distance calls at a reduced or FREE rate! 
 
Insurance Information: 
The major medical insurance plan offered by the Ohio College of Podiatric Medicine will be through 
National Fire Insurance Company.  They are in the Ohio Health Choice Network in Ohio and in the First 
Health Network out of state.  The prescription coverage will be accepted at major insurance companies 
nationwide.  They are accepted at most major pharmacies nationwide.  The plan is $573.50 per semester, 
and coverage is from August 1, 2009 – August 1, 2010.  You have the opportunity to waive this coverage 
twice a year – once in August and again in December.  You will receive an email highlighting the 
Insurance Plan coverage, and there will be a representative from the insurance company at orientation.

*  Parent's letter from a banking official indicating adequate funding 
*  Letter from a banking official indicating the available balance of your personal funds, if any 
*  Loan application of available or anticipated funding, resource(s) 
 
Also, please bring in your current passport.   We will need to copy it onsite when you are in the area. 
 
Conditional Acceptance: 
We are now in the late stages of the 2009 admission program. You will be one of approximately 125 new 
students in an exciting and diverse class. Please let this serve as a reminder to those of you who have been 
offered admission to the 2009 entering class on a conditional basis.  
 
If you have any prerequisite requirements that are still pending, it is extremely important that you update 
your Admissions Records prior to orientation. You will not be permitted to begin classes unless your 
admission credentials are complete. If you anticipate any problems with this requirement, contact the Dean 
of Student Affairs immediately to discuss your situation.  
 
Our offices will be constantly updating files during the month of July. Acceptance status will change from 
“conditional” to “full and complete” upon receipt of all required admissions documents, and you will 
receive a letter in the mail notifying you of the completion of your file.
